FEDERAL SEXUAL AND DOMESTIC VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN STATUTES AND FEDERAL FUNDING SOURCES 
ADAM WALSH ACT (CONTAINS SEXUAL OFFENDER REGISTRY) HR 4472 passed in 2006 an act to protect children from sexual exploitation and violent crime, by establishment of a national sexual offender registry to be implemented by every state with info exportable to other states for quick interstate capture.  This is where Wyoming’s new Sex offender registry law is taken from.

JACOB WETTERLING CRIMES AGAINST CHILDREN AND SEXUALLY VIOLENT OFFENDER ACT Implemented in 1994. This law required states to implement a sex offender registry for crimes against children.  Campus Sex crimes Act was added to Jacob Wetterling Act in 2000

FUNDING SOURCES 
FVPSA- Family Violence Prevention Services Act which is under CAPTA (Child Abuse and Treatment Act) and is administered by DHHS (department of Health and Human Services) the oldest and most stable (so far) funding stream for sheltering DV victims and their children as well as providing services for prevention, outreach and treatment of DV.  
MCKINNEY VENTO- provides funds through HUD for some homeless shelters.  
RPE- Rape Prevention and Education, now part of VAWA, but administered by the CDC (center for Disease Control) thus the medical type model of funding through the Wyoming Department of Health. 
TANF-Temporary Assistance to Needy Families also administered by DHHS.  The state has to match the federal funds with “maintenance of effort” funds, which often are the funds available to community partners for helping families out of poverty. 
VAWA-Violence Against Women Act administered by the DOJ (Dept of Justice) contains several different funding streams, some only available to states, some only for law enforcement agencies, some only for prosecutors, some only minority or immigrant populations, some only for shelter programs, some only for on campus programs, etc. 
VOCA- Victims of Crime Act also administered by DOJ, but a different branch than VAWA. VOCA funds strictly dome from fines paid by people/corporations found guilty of crimes.  Some of the funds are available only for Victim Comp payments through the state’s compensation programs.
